1 Decide on the size of the
stuffing.

The size of the sock and

the amount of the stuffing
will determine the size of
your pig. For beginners, |
recommend using socks

for feens and molding the
stuffing fo fit info the palm of
your hand.

5 Partially cover the
white ball with the
red sock.

surrounded by the cuff
of the colored sock.The
white part that remains
showing will become
the pig's nose.

Remember to fill it in all at
once. If you want fo use less

or more stuffing, pull the
stufing out and re-mold.

6 Cut off any exira sock not used when you filled the ball.

Make sure to cut in a straight line, right in the middie of the ball shape. Use the slip stitch to
close the seam. Pull the red sock tight to ensure the seam will be right in the middie of the balll,

opposite to the nose.The seam line will become the reference for the eyes and nose position on
the face.
